Co-Ed Laws

1. Game Rules and Information:  

A. Games will be played with a maximum of 5 male players on the field (excluding the goalie) and the rest will be females as required to field a team.  Goalkeepers may be either male or female.

B. To start a game, there must be at least 7 field players including the goalie.  With the exception of the goalkeeper, no more than 5 of the field players can be male.  For example, if a woman plays in the goal, still only a maximum of 5 men are allowed on the field. The other 2 players or more must be women. All 7 players could be female if team wanted to start in that manner.

C. No player red carded and expelled may be replaced. Teams must continue to play a player short.

D. Absolutely NO slide tackles are allowed.  This infraction will warrant a yellow or red card.  However, the goalie may slide to get the ball.

E. Drop balls will be taken by 2 women.

F. Each team must give the referee a game card listing its registered players.

G. Players must check in with the referee with their player ID cards before entering the field to play.

H. A team who forfeits at game time will be fined $25 plus all fees attributed to the game.

I. Games will consist of two 45-minute halves, unless both teams agree to play 30-minute halves.

11. Substitutions:

A. Notify the center referee of a substitution.

B. Players may substitute for either sex so long as the number of male players on the field does not exceed five.  E.g. a team could have more females on the field because their number is not limited (hypothetically, all 11 could be female). In this case a male could substitute for a female. However, females could only be substituted until the number of male field players is five.

C. Substitutions are allowed on own throw-ins, at half time, any goal kick, after a goal, upon an injury, and when permitted by the referee.

111. Scoring:

A. A woman’s goal counts as 2 points.  A man’s goal counts as 1      
                    point.  The same applies to penalty kicks.

B. Only 3 goals by the same male player are allowed.  A female may score unlimited goals.

IV. Infractions and Red Cards:

A. A male player who fouls a female will be given a warning for the                   1st offense.  The 2nd offense will be a yellow card.  The   3rd      offense will be a red card.

B. If a player gets a red card, he or she must pay a $30 fine, leave the field, and sit out the following game before being allowed to play.

C. A player or fan who assaults a referee will be fined and suspended for a minimum of 1 year from the fields and paperwork will be submitted to TSSAS for action.

V. Uniforms:

A. All numbers on the jerseys must be 8 inches and every player must have a number, including the goalie.  There must not be any duplicate numbers.  All numbers must be permanent (no tape or magic markers).

B. All goalies must have their own number on the field.  However, they may be allowed to use the same goalie shirt in the event of a goalie change.

C. Pennies can be used as an alternate jersey without an 8-inch number if you are wearing a jersey with an 8-inch number underneath.

D. The first team listed on the schedule is the home team and must change jerseys in the event of a color conflict.

E. All players must wear shin guards and socks covering the shin guards plus the proper uniform worn by a soccer player.
